Frequently Asked Questions

1. When and where do I need to register?

5. How long is the adult class and is the tuition for the whole year?

The adult class has a total of 30 classes in one school year and tuition is for the entire school year. 6. Does your school offer classes for adults that starts at the beginning and continues to advance? I want a class that will help me to speak, read, and write Chinese.

Yes, we do offer adult conversation classes for both beginning and advanced levels. The emphasis of the adult conversation classes is on speaking. Adult with more advance Chinese skills may attend our regular classes their reading and writing improvements. 

7. How do I decide the appropriate classes for my children based their ages?

We offer classes for all age groups and Chinese language capability. Typically, children can start to take pre-school grade classes at 4 years old. Parents should decide the specific classes for their children based on their ago and language capability. We offer free trail classes for the first two weeks. You may also come to our school when we are in session to discuss with DCS principals and academic directors.
